Prayer Walking

What is Prayer Walking?

Prayer walking is the act of taking one’s prayers beyond church walls and into the
community. “"As we put feet to our prayers, we're beginning to pray with huge
kingdom-sized hope for entire cities.” (Waymakers.org)

The act of Prayer Walking is commonly done in a small two-by-two groups.
Occasionally, it is done by a large group of people, but never to make a scene,
because we want all focus to be on serving through prayer and loving our neighbors.
Matthew 18:20: “For where two or three are gathered together in My name, I am
there in the midst of them.”

What is the purpose?

Prayer walking is about interceding on behalf of others. It is a time for believers to
focus their prayers on their neighboring community and away from themselves.
During these walks, the main goal is for intercessors to be made of aware of needs
that surround them.

o For example, one might see an unkept home while walking. This might
prompt prayer for the health of the home owner.

o Another example, one might see children playing and this might encourage
the intercessor to pray for the safety of those children as they grow.

Ephesians 6:18: “Pray at all times in the Spirit with every prayer and request, and
stay alert in this with all perseverance and intercession for all the saints.”
